· Lift a 30-litre bottle of water?

· Walk one hundred thousand miles in your lifetime?

· Fit one thousand drink cans in one cubic metre?

· Swim in 100 litres of water?

· Stand the whole population of the Earth on the Isle of Wight?                

· Fit a million grains of rice into an empty one-litre container?

· Carry one kilometre of toilet paper without any help?

· Knit a jumper using just half a kilometre of wool?

· Drink enough in a lifetime to empty a swimming pool?

· Wrap a 150mm x 100mm x 100mm box in one sheet of A4 paper?

· Build a garage using no more than 1000 bricks?

· Tile the roof of a garage using only 1000 tiles?

· Find a cat that weighs more than five thousand paper clips?
