Instructions

Organise the children in pairs and provide one child in each pair with the Partner A sheet and the other with the Partner B sheet (see below).

Between them, each pair has all the necessary information to complete the pictograms. However, they are not allowed to show each other their version of the pictogram, instead they need to ask each other questions in order to complete their missing information. When they have finished, the two versions of the pictogram should be identical.

When all the information has been shared, the partners can compare their completed pictograms, then write three questions that can be answered by using the data. These questions can be given to another pair to answer.
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
