The graph shows their results from January to December.
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For how many months does the mid-day temperature lie between 5 °C and 15 °C?

Find the difference in temperature shown on the graph between June and October.

What is the lowest recorded temperature?

What is the difference between the lowest and highest recorded temperatures?

In which months was the temperature above 18 °C?

How many degrees higher was the temperature in May than in February?

Lucy said: ‘July, August and September are the hottest months.’ Was she right? Explain your reasoning.
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
